After serving in the U.S. Air Force, Arlie became a State Tax Auditor for the
State of Texas until his retirement in 1992. After his retirement Arlie graduated
with Honors from Texas Tech University in 2001. Arlie was a prolific writer of
poetry and short stories, and enjoyed a hobby of brick building and tinkering in
the garage.
